The Morning Star School was established in 1960 for children who are challenged by Down Syndrome, Spina
Bifida, Cerebral Palsy, Autism, and other special learning disabilities. Since the school’s opening, nearly two thousand
students have passed through its doors, all of whom were better equipped to face the enormous challenges of their
unique worlds upon graduation. Tuition remains minimal, and the school does not receive federal or state funding.
No child is ever turned away from Morning Star School because of an inability to pay, or because of his/her religious
preferences.

On its opening day forty-nine years ago, six children attended Morning Star School. Today there are fifty nine
students enrolled, ages three through twenty-two. Morning Star School’s mission is to provide each special needs
child that comes through its doors with the opportunity to reach their full capabilities, and to function more
independently, while guiding them spiritually, academically, physically, and emotionally. The School’s dedicated
teachers strive to help these special children realize their personal best, preparing them with life skills, as well as
technology skills that will help them in their quest for employment and independence in our community upon

graduation. It is through patience, persistence, and love that physical and mental challenges are conquered at Morning
Star School.

The student body continues to grow, and with this growth, and our struggling economic times, come added
educational and operational needs that cannot be met without the generous support of the Morning Star School
Auxiliary and the goodwill of its supporters.

The Morning Star School Auxiliary

The Morning Star School Auxiliary was created in 1962 by a group of ten very committed women who saw an
important need for a fundraising group to help Morning Star School in its efforts to educate children with special
needs. Forty seven years ago, those ten women, with fundraising goals in mind, held their first Morning Star School
Auxiliary Fashion Show and Luncheon.
